He shall grow like a cedar in Lebanon.   

13 Those who are planted in the house of the LORD 

shall flourish in the courts of our God.  

14 They shall still bear fruit in old age.  

They shall be fresh and flourishing.

Characteristics of Cedar

1. Fragrant – Eastern Red Cedar

We all have a fragrance !

We have an anointing from the Holy One  
(I John 2:20)

The anointing of Truth


(I John 2:27)

The oil of gladness


(Hebrews 1:9)

2. Insect Repellant 

The smell of life, The smell of death

(II Cor 2:14-16)

The trees of the Lord are full of sap ! 

(Psa 104:16)

The smell of the Holy Spirit, The smell of the flesh (mothballs)
3. Attractive  - 
“Cedar wood was not intended to put a finish on it”

  
“All I ever do is reveal what is there.” (sawmill lumber is ugly!)

Cedar used in the worship of God (holiness)    (1 Kings 6:15-18)


“The beauty of holiness”
(Psa 29:2)

4. Durable – 
Endures weathering and decay   (Evergreen)
(telephone poles, shingles & siding, bird houses, boats)

Eastern Red Cedar -   “A cedar strip boat is a thing to be valued”




“Bear fruit in old age”
(Psa 92:13-14)

5. Pliable – “Pic Cedar” – pencils – (do not make a pencil sharpener dull)

“Close grained, even grained, almost like puddy)

What if your cedar chest has lost its fragrance ?  



“Sand the inside of the cedar chest to uncover locked fragrance”

A Cedar Chest is Trusted With Treasures !
Matthew 13:52

Then Jesus said to them, "Therefore every scribe instructed concerning the kingdom 

of heaven is like a householder who brings out of his treasure things new and old."    

I Kings 6:15-18

15   And Solomon built the inside walls of the temple with cedar boards; from the floor of the temple to the ceiling he paneled the inside with wood; and he covered the floor of the temple with planks of cypress.    

16   Then he built the twenty-cubit room at the rear of the temple, from floor to ceiling, with cedar boards; he built it inside as the inner sanctuary, as the Most Holy Place.   

17   And in front of it the temple sanctuary was forty cubits long.  

18   The inside of the temple was cedar, carved with ornamental buds and open flowers. All was cedar; there was no stone to be seen.
